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oneõs conscience when it falls to the òother sideó of 

something others feel to be normative, right, or true. 

It is not òifó this kind of divergence will happen, 

but more so òwhen.ó  

What I wonder is when these kind of 

divisions occur, what will be our way through 

them? Will our path be one of love, desiring 

reconciliation, or will it be one of rift and irreconcilable 

division? Godõs people throughout history have plenty of 

examples to refer to down both of these pathways. 

Together we have both the blessings and the scars that 

come about from having made particular choices when 

faced with moments of divisions due to conscience and 

conviction.  

Wooden Cross as a congregation is a gathering of 

those with deeply held convictions that are anything but 

uniform. My hope and expectation (and even òfaithó) is 

Dearest friends in Christ, 

Jesus once told his followers that he came ònot 

to bring peace, but a swordó and in truth Iõve never 

been wholly comfortable with this aspect of his 

life, ministry, and proclamation. I get ité but Iõm 

not comfortable with the ramifications of this 

truth. 

Following Jesus will place us at odds with others 

due to differences in values, habits, practices and 

norms. It is simply real that as Jesus begins to mold us 

through the power of the Spirit, we are brought to 

places where we will find ourselves either in strange 

company or perhaps even more painfully real, standing 

seemingly alone in a place where those around us think 

there to be something fundamentally wrong with us for 

standing with peculiar convictions or values, at odds 

with the prevailing culture around us. This happens in 

families, among neighbors, between generations, in 

workplaces and educational institutions, and even 

within churches.  

Following Jesus, being shaped by the Holy Spirit, 

becoming a person who seeks first the kingdom of God 

will create in us a series of commitments that mold how 

we interact with one another and the world around us. 

Some things will be taken on, being freed by Christ to 

do so.  Other things we will attempt to resist or leave 

undone because we perceive it to be faithful to do so.     

I suspect this is what Luther experienced as he 

critiqued the prevailing religious and cultural norms of 

his dayé I suspect this is what anyone might 

experience when they stand in a place under conviction 

to Godõs Word in scripture, or even simply the core of

that the core convictions of the centrality of Jesus, his 

gospel, and the life we are called to through him will 

always be sufficient to know our unity, even when 

other core convictions may have us at odds with one 

another.  This understanding is one of the things that 

underlies all I do and hope to do in our time of serving 

togetheré though I do not know if I always adequately 

describe this in words that communicate how deeply I 

cling to this foundational truth.  

Jesus is our center even when all else in is flux. 

Jesus is our unity even when we are anything but 

uniform in our values, practices, or habits. In Jesus 

and at the foot of his cross we become one even 

though we are far from one another in a multiplicity of 

other ways.  

Jesus is our center and becomes for us òPeaceó 

even in the midst of deep divisions. Sometimes that 

peace leads us to reconciliation, and sometimes that 

peace is the kind of thing that allows us to join with 

Jesus alone on a cross trusting in God, but lacking 

other comforts or hopes.  

As we walk with Jesus may we all be shaped by 

his Word so that we may have the courage to stand 

when our consciences are bound to his Word, but may 

we always find our reconciliation in Christ himself who 

makes us one as brothers and sisters in His holy and 

precious name.

Our government uses a 12-step vetting 

process to assure that these are immigrants who will help 

strengthen the fabric of our society.  Lutheran Community 

Services Northwest, Immigrant and Refugee Services, 

Tacoma, is one of only nine agencies nationwide charged 

with supporting the re-settlement of people who come 

speaking 45 languages.
