| attended a Sabeel
conference in Seattle last
weekend. Sabeel is an

international peace movement
initiated by Palestinian
Christians in the Holy Land
who seek a just peace
between Palestine and Israel.

The conference was held at the
Episcopal Cathedral in Seattle and was
sponsored by over 40 religious groups,
including the Northwest Washington
Synod of the ELCA.

Lots of the information was
familiar to me. Ever since traveling to
the Holy Land last year, | have been
reading and thinking about the
complicated issues in that part of the
world. What was new for me was a
presentation give by Mark Braverman
called: "Theology of the Land: Opening
up the Conversation." Dr. Braverman,
an American Jew with deep roots in the
Holy Land, says a major obstacle to
resolving the Middle East conflict is
that we really can't talk about it (at
least not in America). He argues that
Christians feel so guilty about our
complicity or silence during the
Holocaust (I feel we should feel guilty),
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that we don't ever criticize or
question the state of Israel,
even when they act contrary
to our own national interests.

They get a free pass.

That is a provocative
argument and it made me
think about a number of
difficult issues that we can't talk about
in America lest we be labeled
unpatriotic, soft on terrorism,
socialistic and worst of all, not true
believers or Christians.

I'm proposing something called
"Conversation Cafe." It has been
around for awhile, but it brings people
together form different faith traditions
and political backgrounds to talk
openly, respectfully and candidly about
some interesting topics; the end result
is better understanding and
appreciation for each other and our
different points of view.

Interested? Let me know. | think
this could be fun and productive.
