Sunday night, April 25th, 

our Woodinville Interfaith 

Congregations gathered at 

Woodinville  Unitarian 

Universalist Church to finish 

up our Pennies for Peace 

Campaign.  

We started with a book 

review of Greg Mortensonõs 

òThree Cups of Tea and then the kids 

came forward to hear the children's 

version òListen to the Windó. Next up 

was the big event: counting the 

pennies. Greg Winters, from our 

congregation, works for Coin Star and 

brought along one of his machines. It 

started running and counting at 7:30 

pm and didn't finish until 11:30 pm.  

The kids had fun watching the 

machine sort old pennies from new, 

nickels, dimes and quarters and even 

Susan B Anthony dollars. There were a 

few interesting rejects: buttons, keys, 

foreign coins and even a plastic penny. 

The total count was approximately 

$4,000 (that is over 300,000 pennies 

and a few nickels dimes, quarters, 

etc.).   

We will drive the coins to the bank 

in my overloaded Prius where they 

will be officially counted and 

deposited and turned into a 

check that we can send to 

Greg Mortensonõs Central 

Asian Institute to build 

schools in Afghanistan and 

Pakistan.  

By the way, did you know 

that since Greg Mortenson 

started all this school 

building stuff there has been an 

education revolution in Afghanistan? In 

2000, only 800 thousands kids went to 

school. Now 4.2 million are enrolled and 

half o them our girls. This has been the 

largest increase in education in modern 

history. It is kind of fun to be part of this 

movement. 

Only a few of us hung around until 

the last coin was counted, but we had 

fun thinking about how to do this better 

next time, and what we would do 

differently (like start counting coins in 

the morning) or what other projects we 

might do as an Interfaith group. Right 

now we are thinking of a joint Habitat 

project for next summer.  Get your 

hammers and tool belts ready.  

But maybe the highlight of those 

last hours was standing around the 

piano trying to sing the song òThree
