Community Lunch 

for the Homeless 

Iõve been rethinking 

Evangelism.  It is an 

uncomfortable word for most 

Lutherans.  We usually 

associate it with the 

Evangelical churches or 

even the street corner 

preachers who grab you by the 

collar and want to know if you are 

saved.  I even grew up in a church that 

had a òTime of Decisionó at the end of 

every service, with altar calls and 

emotional appeals for the person to 

respond.  

All of these questions rotate around 

this same premise: the unbeliever has 

the ability and responsibility to choose 

Jesus.  But that  is  not  our 

theology.  Lutherans understand that 

we cannot chose or turn to God and 

that we are completely helpless when it 

comes to heavenly things. Conversion, 

turning from death to life and from the 

devil to God is a work of God Himself; a 

work of God alone.   

Well, that has big implications for 

how we do Evangelism and it leads me 

to something I like to call òChurch 

Evangelismó. Our job isnõt to save 

people or make them accept Jesus 

(only God and the Spirit can do 

those things), but we can get 

people to church and into the 

presence of word and 

sacrament and let God do 

his/her thing.  

Did you know that Wooden 

Cross is in the middle of a 

semi-official, three stage 

development plan to get the ògood 

newsó out about our church and the 

gospel of Jesus Christ?  We have spent 

the last year reconfiguring our website, 

making sermons available online and 

getting every committee to submit 

pictures and stories about their 

activities (development plan #1).

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C o n s i d e r  S o n g b i r d s  

W h e n  Y o u  P u r c h a s e  

I m p o r t e d  F r u i t s  a n d  

V e g e t a b l e s  
Wooden Cross will be 

participating in the 

òRecycle Bottle Caps with 

Avedaó Program.  

Aveda found that the 

majority of plastic bottle 

caps do not get recycled 

today.  Often, these caps end up as litter or trash and 

migrate into our rivers and oceans.  Birds and other 

marine creatures mistake them for food with tragic 

results.  The magnitude of this pollution problem is 

devastating to our oceans and wildlife. 

Caps included in this collection are any plastic òtwist-

onó caps with a threaded neck, sometimes noted with a 5 

in the chasing arrows recycling symbol.  Some examples 

are; water, soda, milk, and other beverage bottles, 

laundry detergent bottles, shampoo/ conditioner bottles, 

flip top caps on tubes, food product bottles (such as 

ketchup and mayonnaise), laundry detergents and some 

jar lids such as peanut butter 

Excluded from collection are pharmaceutical lids and 

non-rigid lids or òsnap fitó plastic caps such as yogurt lids, 

margarine, cottage cheese, and any metal caps.  Please 

do not include any pumps or sprayers.  Unfortunately, too 

much of the wrong types of materials can contaminate the 

recycling process. 

A blue recycle bin labeled òRecycle Capsó will be 

placed in the Fellowship Hall next to the other recycle and 

compost bins.   Please bring in your òtwist-onó caps and 

deposit them into our new Recycle Cap bin.  Thank you for 

your help in continuing to green our congregation as we 

make our best efforts to care for Godõs creation.

The populations of about a third of 

the 100 or so species of neo-tropical 

migratory songbirds that breed in North 

America have plummeted by more than 

30 percent over the past 40 years, 

according to the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 

Serviceõs Breeding Bird Survey. And 

sadly, the imported fruits and vegetables 

many of us buy at this time of year, like 

strawberries, grapes, tomatoes, 

bananas and red peppers are partly 

to blame for the declines. 

In Latin American countries, crops 

are sprayed eight times more heavily 

than in the U.S., with a cocktail of 

dangerous chemical substances. 

Monocrotophos, methamidophos, 

and carbofuran, although banned in 

the US and rated as Class I toxins by the World Health 

Organization, are pesticides widely used 

in Central and South America.   

A major impetus behind this 

increase is the growing demand by 

people in the United States for fresh 

produce year-round. Unfortunately, it 

comes at the expense of migratory 

songbirds, which are highly susceptible 

to the toxic effects of the chemicals 

used on their wintering grounds in 

Central and South America. 

Finding fresh produce grown in 

the United States can be a challenge 

during the winter months. However, 

if the preservation of songbirds and 

the reduction of carbon emissions from 

food transport are not compelling  

enough to buy local and organic, 

consider your health and the poisonous 

pesticides that coat our imported 

produce.
